What is LIHEAP?

Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP)
Begins October 1st for households with someone 60+ or disabled in
their home.
Begins November 1st for all other individuals.
Program runs from October 1, 2024, to April 30, 2025.
Emergency Crisis funds are available as funding is available.
200% of Federal Poverty Guidelines
Benefits when eligible:

> One time payment to primary heating bill

> Moratorium protection for both natural gas and electric

accounts
> Eligible for weatherization
